With strong communication skills, she is also committed to new
topics such as the qualitative development of alcohol-free wines which she believes to be an important trend for the
industry. The 24-year-old's favourite wine is a Silvaner "Alte Reben" made from old vines from her time as an
apprentice. Perhaps this is the wine she would put in her luggage for a meeting with Marc-Uwe Kling, whom she
admires for his humorous view of society and capturing the zeitgeist. This inspiring young woman is appreciated by
her friends for her reliability, humour and ability to listen and support them.

"It is not good if we chase our dreams and forget to live": Eva Brockmann tries to take this advice from J. K.
Rowling to heart in her life. She is as enthusiastic about mountain hikes at lofty heights as she is about yoga and
travel destinations in Scandinavia. Currently Oslo is the only Scandinavian capital not yet visited by the fluent
English-speaking Franconian.

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"Even though I was allowed to help out in grandpa's vines as a small child, I did not grow up with viticulture," says
Jessica Himmelsbach. She only found her way back to viticulture at the age of 21 when she was working a grape
harvest. From that moment on, there were no second thoughts: she decided to become a vintner. Right from the
beginning, it was important for her to be involved in the industry beyond her profession, taking the future into her
own hands and actively shaping it. She is involved in the Bund Badischer Landjugend (a rural youth organisation in
Baden) both in the winegrowing working group and on the state board. Due to this commitment, some of her
hobbies have had to take a back seat for now. In earlier years, the versatile woman from Heitersheim, who describes

herself as very musical, played both the flute and the oboe as well as being an enthusiastic classic and Latin dancer.

As Regional Wine Queen of Baden, it was important to her to convey to people how much work and heart and
soul go into a bottle of wine.
